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Objective
The purpose of this course is to introduce students to the science and study of Economics – the study of choices. In this course, we will explore the choices people make at the individual, group, corporate and government levels. To do this we will examine the various factors that influence those choices. Students will be expected to understand key economic concepts, be able to actively apply those concepts to real world experiences and at the end, understand the vital role economics plays in explaining crucial world and individual issues.
